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2011年广东省高考英语试题真题权威详细解析版
【总体评价】
2011年广东省高考英语试卷相比2010年高考英语题目总体难度稳中略升。体现在以下两个方面：

1、 试卷整体词汇难度适当。相比2007、2008、2009年的试卷，2010、2011年英语试卷词汇方面的考察范围更为“亲民”，避免了一些偏词怪词和生僻词汇的出现，与难词直接关联的题目也较前三年大为减少。

2、 试卷整体安排基本符合高考主流，考生易于把握考试节奏。只要是反复做过以前几年高考英语试卷的同学不难感觉到今年的题目中规中矩，特别是在主观题目的考察上非常符合广东卷以往的风格和考察习惯。

【试卷亮点】
2011高考广东试题的特点是：

1． 主要考查英语知识的应用，即使对于基础知识的考查也是在具体的语境中进行考查。

2． 很好的考查了考生的四项基本能力，尤其是听，读，写的能力。

3． 试卷编排具有一定的科学性，由易到难。能力题的选材多样，可读性强。
4． 本套试题词汇量大，对考生的英语水平要求较高。

【复习使用指导】

在今后的高考复课主要要注意做到以下几点：

1． 注意词汇的积累。广东高考试题的最大特点是词汇量要求高，因此在今后的高考复课中对于词汇的记忆和巩固要加强。

2． 对于阅读和写作要加大训练力度，坚持每天进行阅读和写作练习。

3． 注意英语语言知识的运用的准确性，规范使用英语。

【命题趋势分析】
近年高考广东卷将继续秉承考纲要求，继续贯彻“注重实用，考查基础”的考查思路和方向进行命题，并适当地探索高考改革的新思路，其高考试题大方向和考查思路，考查范围不会有太大变化，仍将保持较大的词汇量和较高层次的考查方向，贯彻“稳定中求发展”的高考改革思路。因此，2012年的准考生还是应该加强对基础知识和基础词汇的把握，这样才能保证自己在考试时候立于不败之地。
【2012年广东省高考复习思路】

1、 夯实基础（词汇、语法、完型、阅读、写作、）；
2、 加强针对性训练，了解考试动向与重点语法训练，在具体语境中准确把握语法运用能力；
3、 瞻前顾后、注意复现与词汇变化，在理解核心考点基础上直接作答；
4、 关注语篇逻辑与中心思想，在理解宏观思路与细节基础上直接作答；
5、 词不离句、句不离篇，强调平时训练。

   In the animal kingdom, weakness can bring about aggression in other animal. This sometimes happens with humans also. But I have found that my weakness brings out the kindness in people. I see it every day when people hold doors for me, pour cream into my coffee, or help me to put on my coat. And I have discovered that it makes them happy.

   From my wheelchair experience, I see the best in people, but sometimes I feel sad because those who appear independent miss the kindness I see daily. They don’t get to see this soft side of others often, we try every way possible to avoid showing our weakness, which includes a lot of pretending. But only when we stop pretending we’re brave or strong do we allow people to show the kindness that’s in them.

   Last month, when I was driving home on a busy highway, I began to feel unwell and drove more slowly than usual. People behind me began to get impatient and angry, with some speeding up alongside me, horning (按喇叭) or even shouting at me. At the moment I decided to do something I had never done in twenty four years of driving. I put on the car flashlights and drove on at a really low speed. No more angry shouts and no more horns!

   When I put on my flashlights, I was saying to other drivers, “I have a problem here. I am weak and doing the best I can.” And everyone understood. Several times, I saw drivers who wanted to pass. They couldn’t get around me because of the stream of passing traffic. But instead of getting impatient and angry, they waited, knowing the driver in front of them was in some way weak.
   Sometimes situations call for us to act strong and brave even when we don’t feel that way. But those are and far between. More often, it would be better if we don’t pretend we feel strong when we feel weak or pretend that we are brave when we are scared.

   Can dogs and cats live in perfect harmony in the same home? People who are thinking about adopting a dog as a friend for their cats are worried that they will fight. A recent research has found a new recipe of success. According to the study, if the cat is adopted before the dog, and if they are introduced when still young (less than 6 months for cats, a year for dogs), it is highly probable that the two pets will get along swimmingly. Two-thirds of the homes interviewed reported a positive relationship between their cat and dog.

   However, it wasn’t all sweetness and light. There was a reported coldness between the cat and dog in 25% of the homes, while aggression and fighting were observed in 10% of the homes. One reason for this is probably that some of their body signals were just opposite. For example, when a cat turns its head away it signals aggression, while a dog doing the same signals submission.

   In homes with cats and dogs living peacefully, researchers observed a surprising behavior. They are learning how to talk each other’s language. It is a surprise that cats can learn how to talk ‘dog’, and dogs can learn how to talk ‘Cat’. 

What’s interesting is that both cats and dogs have appeared to develop their intelligence. They can learn how to read each other’s body signals, suggesting that the two may have more in common than we previously suspected. Once familiar with each other’s presence and body language, cats and dogs can play together, greet each other nose to nose, and enjoy sleeping together on the sofa. They can easily share the same water bowl and in some cases groom (梳理) each other.

The significance of the research on cats and dogs may go beyond pets ─ to people who don’t get along, including neighbors, colleagues at work, and even world superpowers. If cats and dogs can learn to get along, surely people have a good chance.

   A year after graduation, I was offered a position teaching a writing class. Teaching was a profession I had never seriously considered, though several of my stories had been published. I accepted the job without hesitation, as it would allow me to wear a tie and go by the name of Mr. Davis. In a world with limited land, water and other natural resources (资源), the harm from the traditional business model is on the rise. Actually, the past decades has seen more and more forests disappearing and globe becoming increasingly warm. People now realize that this unhealthy situation must be changed, and that we must be able to develop in sustainable (可持续的) ways. That means growth with low carbon or development of sustainable products. In other words, we should keep the earth healthy while using its supply of natural resources.


Today, sustainable development is a proper trend in many countries. According to a recent study, the global market for low-carbon energy will become three times bigger over the next decades. China, for example, has set its mind on leading that market, hoping to seize chances in the new round of the global energy revolution. It is now trying hard to make full use of wind and solar energy, and is spending a huge amount of money making electric cars and high-speed trains. In addition, we are also seeing great growth in the global markets for sustainable products such as palm oil (棕榈油)， which is produced without cutting down valuable rainforest. In recent years the markets for sustainable products have grown by more than 50%. 

Governments can fully develop the potential of these new markets. First, they can set high targets for reducing carbon emissions (排放) and targets for saving and reusing energy. Besides, stronger arrangement of public resources like forests can also help to speed up the development. Finally, governments can avoid the huge expenses that are taking us in the wrong direction, and redirecting some of those expenses can accelerate the change from traditional model to a sustainable one.


The major challenge of this century is to find ways to meet the needs of growing population within the limits if this single planet. That is no small task, but it offers abundant new chances for sustainable product industries.

Hanna becomes the prey in a cat-and-mouse game with the real Marissa, causing tension and misery.
47. Blu is a domesticated macaw from the jungles of South America. If Linda, his owner, brings him to Rio, the bird can mate the last female blue macaw and re-start the species. Blu’s encounter with his bride-to-be, Jewel, doesn’t go well, but the two aren’t given much time to get to know each other before a gang of bird-hunters spirits them away. Now it’s up to Blu and Jewel to escape the criminals.
48. Perhaps surprisingly, it works reasonably well until the jokes get in the way, testifying to how durable fantasy clichés are. Yet, considering the talent involved on both sides of the camera, audiences may be expecting more. 【写作指导】

本题材料所给的信息较多，要求又比较严格，只要五句话包含所有信息，因此要先注意审题，分清内容要点，并注意对要点的编排，恰当地使用好主从复合句，独立结构，并列结构等较复杂的句式，但要注意的是句子结构的完整，切忌使用“半句话”或“言之无物”。
【要点解析】2011年广东省高考英语基础写作是一篇说明文，让考生对《虎妈战歌》（Battle Hymn of the Tiger Mother）这本书进行介绍。今年的基础写作题材较新，有些考生可能不知道虎妈教育孩子的事情，但不影响本文写作，考生只把它当作一本图书介绍即可。

试题详细地给出了内容要点，为控制性写作。在文章结构方面，一定要紧扣考题已给出的写作提示：1.图书的基本信息；2.图书的相关报道。要写好此文，考生需要注意四点：

一、要认真审题，确定体裁、人称和时态等；

二、要运用适当的句型，合理地组织文字；

三、切忌照译，要适当地增加细节，恰当地使用连接过渡词，以使行文连贯；

四、在句型方面，为了用五个句子表达全部内容，复合句的使用依然是考查的重点。

   A book entitled Battle Hymn of the Tiger Mother by Amy Chua was published in 2010. It tells how the author, a Chinese American and professor at Yale University, educated her two daughters in the traditional Chinese way. 本题是读写人物，考生需要先读懂所给短文的意思，即Sam刚到寄宿制学校的几天里想家的问题，读懂短文后，先完成本题的第一问——概括大意。然后根据自己的亲身经历，写一篇关于思乡的作文，问题要求是记叙文，主题人称是第一人称，主题时态是一般过去时态，写作时主语把握好奇内容要点，并注意作文的逻辑性和连贯性，以及语言，词汇运用的规范性。

【参考范文】

The story is about what Sam felt about his first boarding school life. As a child, he never left his parents, so he didn’t get used to dealing with everything in school independently. 

Once I had a similar experience. I finished my junior middle school in a boarding school. At the age of 13, I never dealt with the daily things, such as washing clothes, taking care of money etc. especially I felt lonely because I hardly knew any people. At first, I could not get on well with my classmates and I always looked forward to being on holiday to meet my parents. I could not concentrate on my subjects. As time went by, I gradually adapted myself to the school life. I made several friends with our classmates and often took part in the activities, in which I improved my communicating skills. As I had a lot of interesting things to do, I finally enjoyed my school life.


Now, whenever I think of my first boarding school life, I think it instructive and unforgettable.
