Not everyone who teaches in a college or university is a professor. Many are instructors or lecturers. In fact, not even all professors are full professors. Many of them are assistant or associate professors or adjunct professors.

So what do all of these different academic titles mean at American colleges and universities? Get ready for a short lecture, especially if you are thinking of a career in higher education.

Professors usually need a doctoral degree. But sometimes a school will offer positions to people who have not yet received their doctorate.

Tenure means a permanent appointment. This goal of greater job security is harder to reach these days. Fewer teaching positions offer the chance for tenure.

Teachers and researchers who are hired into positions that do offer it are said to be "on the tenure track." Assistant professor is the first job on this path.

Assistant professors generally have five to seven years to gain tenure. During this time, other faculty members study the person's work. If tenure is denied, then the assistant professor usually has a year to find another job.

Candidates for tenure may feel great pressure to get research published. "Publish or perish" is the traditional saying.

An assistant professor who receives tenure becomes an associate professor. An associate professor may later be appointed a full professor.

A visiting professor has a job at one school but works at another for a period of time. An adjunct professor is also a limited or part-time position, to do research or teach classes. Adjunct professors have a doctorate.

The same genes that give sharks their sixth sense and allow them to detect electrical signals are also responsible for the development of head and facial features in humans, a new study suggests. 

    The finding supports the idea that the early sea creatures which eventually evolved into humans could also sense electricity before they emerged onto land. The study, led by Martin Cohn and his lab at the University of Florida, is detailed in the current issue of the journal Evolution & Development. 

    Sharks have a network of special cells that can detect electricity, called electroreceptors, in their heads. This sense is so developed that sharks can find fish hiding under sand by honing in on the weak electrical signals. 

    The researchers found two independent genetic markers of neural crest cells in the sharks' electroreceptors. In humans, these cells contribute to the formation of facial bones and teeth, among other things. The finding suggests that neural crest cells migrate from the sharks' brains to various regions of the head, where they develop into electroreceptors. Glenn Northcutt, a neuroscientist at the University of California, San Diego, who was not involved in the study, said the finding was interesting, but that more studies are needed before a direct link between neural crest cells and electroreceptors can be established. 

    After the new study, the researchers think that all primitive animals with backbones, including the early ancestors of humans, could sense electricity. As they evolved, mammals, reptiles, birds and most fish lost the ability. Today, only sharks and a few other marine species, such as sturgeons and lampreys, can sense electricity. The ability to sense electrical signals is useful in aquatic environments because water is so conductive. On land, however, the sense is useless. 

    "Air doesn't conduct electricity as well," Albert said. "When it happens, it's called a lightning bolt and you don't need special receptors to sense it." 

The development of the electroreceptors is believed to mirror the development of the lateral line, a sense organ in fish that allows them to detect motion in surrounding water.  The electroceptors are also believed to behind many sharks' ability to detect changes in the Earth's magnetic field.

ments to determine the effects of overpopulation on communities of rats was conducted by a psychologist, John Calhoun. In each experiment, an equal number of male and female adult rats were placed in an enclosure. The rat populations were allowed to increase. Calhoun knew from experience approximately how many rats could live in the enclosures without experiencing stress due to overcrowding. pendent on their mothers. At the end of the experiments, Calhoun was able to conclude that overcrowding causes a breakdown in the normal social relationships among rats, a kind of social disease. The rats in the experiments did not follow the same patterns of behavior as rats would in a community without overcrowding.
     The females in the rat population were the most seriously affected by the high population density. For example, mothers sometimes abandoned their pups, and, without their mothers’ care, the pups died. The experiments verified that in overpopulated communities, mother rats do not behave normally. Their behavior may be considered diseased, pathological (病理学的).
     The dominant占支配地位的 males in the rat population were the least affected by over population. Each of these strong males claimed an area of the enclosure as his own. Therefore, these individuals did not experience the overcrowding in the same way as the other rats did. However, dominant males did behave pathologically at times. Their antisocial behavior consisted of attacks on weaker male, female, and immature rats. This deviant behavior showed that even though the dominant males had enough living space, they too were affected by the general overcrowding.
     Non-dominant males in the experimental rat communities also exhibited deviant social behavior. Some withdrew completely, avoiding contact with other rats. Other non-dominant males were hyperactive, chasing other rats and figh[image: image8.png]2R (ZXXK.COM) R BT




ting each other.
     The behavior of the rat population has parallels in human behavior. People in densely populated areas exhibit deviant behavior similar to that of the rats in Calhoun's experiments. In large urban areas, such as New York City, London, and Cairo, there are abandoned children. There are cruel, powerful individuals, both men and women. There are also people who withdraw and people who become hyperactive. Is the principal cause of these disorders overpopulation? Calhoun's experiments suggest that it might be. In any ease, social scientists and city planners have been influenced by the results of this series of experiments.

这项在全球16个国家开展的“快乐晴雨表”调查主要以“可口可乐快乐指数”为依据，该调查分别对每个国家的500至1000人进行了访问。
近五分之二（40%）的受访者称下班后回到家与爱人在一起是一天中最快乐的时光，超过20%的人称和家人一起吃饭最快乐。
相比之下，只有5%的人说在网上与朋友交流最快乐，更小一部分的人（2%）说收到当天的第一条短信让他们感到开心。
目前的调查结果显示，近80%的受访者认为家人和伴侣是他们最大的快乐之源，其次是朋友，有15%的人这样认为。
研究称：“尽管当今的社会文化深受名人影响，但名誉本身似乎并不是人们主要的快乐之源。真正的幸福感来源于人与人之间的交流，尤其是充满爱和善意的交流。”
拥抱和食物也让很多人感到快乐，尤其是在英国和俄罗斯，这两个国家近三分之一的受访者称他们能从拥抱或食物中得到安慰。
参与该调查的国家包括法国、意大利、西班牙、英国、比利时、保加利亚、罗马尼亚、土耳其、俄罗斯、南非、中国、菲律宾、阿根廷、巴西、墨西哥和美国。
